Sheikh Karume's team - Mp, Hanga and Mr, Mehommed - are widely
believed to have been long sympathetic to the Communist cause,
If a Covernment a few miles off the East African coast were
to develop pronounced Communist leanings and were possidbly
even disposed to grant militery facilities to the Communist
powers, this would be & most disthrbing factor, As I see it,
much may turn on Sheikh Karume's abllity to control the
situation, But I should greatly value your assessment of the
situation,

Brigedior Sarakikya, Commander of tho TFDF, wao
one of the party which IOOOIPlniGd Pronident Nyerere on hip
recont vieit to China, We have boon reliadly told that the
Brlgadior wasincluded in the party at short notice. IHe had
been on leave in Uganda since accompanying the President to

the Ugandn People's Congre.l in early June. A fow duys be-
fore the departure of the party, he was recnlled from leave and

a TFDF aircraft wae ocent to Uganda to fetch him. We do not
know the reoson for thie apparent haste.

2. Our Auestralian collecague, Jeremy Hearder, who known
the Brigadier quite well, talked to him on 28 June and hno given
us the following gint of hic conversation.

3. “Earakikya visited China in 1964 at the hoad of
hie own military delegation. Comparing his impressions of
China ot that time, he said that he noticed that nobody scemed
to be smiling in China now, whereas they did wvhen he irat
went there. e found that a very great many of the OGenerals
in the Chinese army whom he had met in 1964 wore "mimning"
and had evidently beon purged in the course of the rovolution.
